Treasure Map

This assignment is designed to help students understand how to use different parts of a map. In this assignment students will construct a treasure map.  In their map they will have a title, key, mileage scale, compass rose and an alphanumeric grid.  The students will draw a map using the grid system and items in their key to use as a guide to give directions to their buried treasure.  Once the students have drawn their map they will write out directions using the items in their key, miles, direction and alphanumeric locations to help find their buried treasure.  The key must have at least 5 items in it.  For example, they would write from the palm tree in D6 go west about two miles until you see a lake in B3.  From the lake go west 3mile until you see a cactus in C3 and so on. They must have at least 5 different directions.  Do not reveal your treasure on the map.  Your directions will be the clues needed to locate it.  30points. Due___________
